
Online Start Box Tutorial
Registering for a walk



Step 1
Login to your account at 
my.ava.org

Once logged in, you 
should be at the “My 
Account” page.

Then, click on the “Find a . 
. .” tab.

OR

If you are already logged 
in, click on the “Find a . . .” 
tab.

OR



Step 2
This screen is self-
explanatory and offers 
several different options 
to find a walk close to 
home or on your travels.

Let’s see what “Search by 
state” and choosing 
“Nebraska” brings up.



Step 3
This shows all 17 events 
currently set in Nebraska. 
You may wish to use the 
“Filters” area to narrow 
down your choices.

Please note that 
“Traditional Events” are not 
on the OSB system and that 
“Event Bank” money cannot 
pay for those events.

Look for the brown “OSB” 
letters to find Online Start 
Box events.

“PSB” means there is an 
available Physical Start Box.



Step 3 (continued)

Our club is working to 
make all our Seasonal and 
Year Round Events with a 
PSB also available by OSB. 
You only need to register 
and pay once. 

If you plan to drive to the 
Start Point and register 
with the PSB, DO NOT 
register again with the 
OSB. You cannot use OSB 
“Event Bank” money to 
pay for PSB registration.

If you plan to register via 
OSB, DO NOT drive to the 
place where the PSB is 
located and register again.



Step 4
This is a Seasonal Event 
that opens April 1st. “Early 
registration” begins within 
30 days of the event’s 
start date.

Notice that with an OSB-
only event, there are no 
driving directions given to 
the Start Point. You must 
register first, in order to 
download the directions 
and map, which include 
the location of the Start 
Point.



Step 4 (continued) 

This is another Seasonal 
Event that opens April 1st. 
“Early registration” via 
OSB begins within 30 days 
of the event’s start date.

This walk has BOTH an 
OSB and a PSB, so the 
directions to the PSB are 
given. 

If you register via OSB, the 
place you start walking is 
different from the location 
of the PSB, so you won’t 
be tempted to register 
again.



Step 4 (continued) 

This is the “Omaha, NE –
Hanscom Park” walk, 
which is a year round 
event. It also has both OSB 
and PSB options.

It’s a 15-minute drive from 
the location of the PSB to 
where you actually start 
walking.

We’re going to use this 
walk as our example for 
how to register using OSB.

Click on the blue “Register 
on OSB for the event” box.



Step 5
You may register for just 
yourself or for yourself 
and anyone with whom 
you are connected. (This 
will be covered later.)

The text on the left-hand 
side of the page is very 
informative.



Step 6
This step allows you to 
double-check that you’re 
signing up for the right 
walk and for the right 
people.



Step 7
You must have enough 
money in your “Event 
Bank” to cover the cost of 
registration for yourself 
and anyone else that 
you’re registering!

To cancel this registration, 
click “Done” and on the 
next page “Edit this 
registration” and choose 
“Delete”.



Step 7 (continued) 

If you have money in your 
Event Bank, this is what 
you will see.

You are being charged $2 
to be able to download 
the directions and map. 
When you come back to 
your account after 
finishing the walk, you will 
be charged the other $1. 

Your “Event Bank” balance 
won’t change – yet.

(The programmers call this 
a coupon good for 60 
days, in case you’re 
interested; see next page.)



Step 7 (continued)

This is what the Help 
button brings up, in case 
you’re interested.



Step 7 (continued) 

Note that there are 4 new
tabs to the right of “My 
Event Bank”:

1. Registration (the page 
you’re on);

2. Directions;

3. Finish Table; and

4. My Insert Cards 

Click on “Download 
directions now” so that 
the directions download 
to your computer right 
away.



Step 7 (continued) 

If you do click on the 
“Directions” tab without 
having downloaded the 
directions for your 
registered walk, your 
registered Event should be 
at the top of the page.

Notice the blue 
“Download” boxes are 
now showing up to the 
right of the walk rating for 
every other eligible OSB 
walk.



Step 7 (continued) 

You might also have to 
come back to the 
“Directions” page if the 
system logs you out for 
inactivity if you take too 
long. (It’s a short timeout.)

Follow this sequence:

1. Login

2. My Account

3. My Start Box

4. Directions (not
Registration!)

Your registered Event 
should be at the top of the 
page.



Step 7 (continued) 

Your Event Bank balance is 
now lower by $2.

You can download the 
directions again through 
the expiration date of the 
coupon, shown in green 
here as 5/30.

You can also go back and 
delete the registration for 
this walk and choose 
another OSB walk, using 
that same coupon.

Now, go walking!
